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GUIDANCE NOTES ON ENTRANCE AND 
SCHOLARSHIP EXAM

•	 Scholarships are awarded to pupils of exceptional ability and are 
likely to be in the range of five to 25 percent  
(5-25%) of fees.

•	 Bursaries may be awarded on a means-tested basis when 
parents are unable to meet the full school fees. 

•	 Bursaries may top up a scholarship or other award, or   
support a candidate entry.

•	 In exceptional circumstances, bursaries can be up to one 
hundred percent of the fees.  Bursary applications should 
initially be discussed with the Head.

•	 All awards are subject to terms and conditions. All awards 
are reviewed annually and may be revoked if the holder is not 
fulfilling the high expectations which come with an award.

ENTRANCE EXAMINATION
•	 Wrekin Prep pupils gain automatic entry to Wrekin Senior 

and there is no need for them to sit an Entrance Examination. 
The only exception to this is if you wish for your child to be 
considered for an Academic Scholarship. If you wish for your 
child to be considered for an Academic Scholarship, he or she 
must sit the Entrance Examination first. 

•	 If you are unsure whether your child is at the academic level 
needed to acquire an Academic Scholarship, please speak to 
either Mr Williams or one of the Year 6 teachers for advice 
prior to submitting this application. 

•	 The 11+ ENTRANCE EXAMINATION assesses potential 
pupils’ ability to cope with the academic life of Wrekin.

•	 No special preparation is required or expected for this 
examination.

•	 The 11+ Entrance Examination consists of online adaptive 
tests, plus an English paper. 

ACADEMIC SCHOLARSHIP 
EXAMINATIONS

•	 The ACADEMIC SCHOLARSHIP EXAMINATION is a 
competitive examination that must be taken on the day 
specified.

•	 Candidates will be interviewed by the Head. In addition to this 
there will be extension papers in English and Maths. 

•	 No special preparation is required or expected for this 
examination.  

•	 Further details will be sent to parents whose children opt to sit 
for an Academic Scholarship

MUSIC SCHOLARSHIP

•	 The Music Department and Director of Music will assess the 
performances.

•	 Each candidate will be required to perform two contrasting 
pieces on their main instrument or voice, one piece on their 
second and any other instruments or voice (if offered), 
together with sight-reading and aural tests.

•	 Whilst grade 3 can be used as a guide for the standard 
expected at this stage, candidates should apply even if they have 
not reached this level.  Promise, potential, a love of music and 
a desire to improve, coupled with a firm commitment to Music 
Department activities are more important than examination 
achievement.  

•	 We welcome applications on any instrument or voice and in any 
style or genre. 

•	 The school can provide an accompanist but we will require the 
music for 11+ scholars one week in advance of the audition.  

•	 There will also be a viva voce with the Director of Music and 
other members of the Music Department at which candidates 
will be asked questions about their musical experiences and 
ambitions.  

•	 A reference will be requested from the candidate’s current 
school/music teacher in advance.

•	 All successful applicants (instrumentalist or vocalists) will be 
expected to attend Lancaster Choir and Lancaster Band (if 
they play a band instrument) in Year 7 and Year 8. Should they 
retain their award into the Third Form (as the vast majority 
do) all award holders are expected to join the Chapel Choir. 
If they are an instrumentalist, they will also be required to join 
at least one senior ensemble (Orchestra, Concert Band, Jazz 
Band). The Chapel Choir is the school’s ‘flagship’ ensemble and 
is essential in scholars’ aural and musical development. They 
are also expected to perform in school events/concerts and be 
ambassadors for the school and the department.

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ART SCHOLARSHIP
The theme for the Art Scholarship this year is ‘Old and New 
Objects That Capture How Times Have Changed’. The theme 
is intended to help candidates to focus and practise their skills for the 
scholarship day and build a small body of work to supplement their 
portfolio. We suggest a small selection of relevant still-life objects 
are used as subject matter. It is intended that this work will give each 
candidate the opportunity to showcase skills and imagination in their 
own time, outside of the school context. This work will be talked 
through at an interview.

We would expect to see a range of skills and approaches, but overall, 
a strong ability to observe from selected source material. The 
selected thematic objects should be brought in and used to work 
from during the scholarship day and should therefore be suitable 
for transportation! We will provide a selection of still-life objects to 
supplement any items brought in, if required. The day itself is split 
into two practical workshops: morning and afternoon. The morning 
session will be a two hour direct observational drawing onto white 
A4 or A3 cartridge paper, in pencil, from objects relating to the 
theme, with an optional one-hour colour response from a different 
viewpoint, time permitting. The focus is very much on the ability to 
capture objects realistically, to include good compositional and tonal 
understanding.  In the afternoon, there will be opportunity for a 
more imaginative interpretation of the theme which should relate to 
preparatory work. We would hope to see a more adventurous use 
of media in the afternoon, although it is strongly recommended that 
this is tried and tested beforehand. Maximum size A2. During the day 
each candidate will be interviewed by the Head of Art. Candidates 
should also bring a portfolio of recent work to discuss at interview. 
This portfolio should contain a sketchbook and a selection of work 
in whichever field of art the candidate has studied. It is important 
that the candidate shows independent, sustained work carried out 
in their own time, as well as school work. We would also like to be 
able to discuss a visit the candidate has made to see art in real life. 
In the portfolio, two- dimensional work should be simply mounted. 
Photographs or slides of three-dimensional work are also acceptable.

A reference will be requested from Wrekin Prep in advance.  
Candidates are welcome to bring in their own art materials, although 
a broad range will be provided. Regrettably, all work created is for 
examination purposes and for that reason must be retained by the 
school.

Our Head of Art, will work with the art team at Wrekin Prep 
following a gifted and talented Art Club in Year 4, 5 and 6. The 
Wrekin art team will then meet to discuss candidates applying for an 
art scholarship at Wrekin College.

SPORTS SCHOLARSHIP
Sports scholarships will be awarded to candidates who show exceptional 
ability in major school sports.  In addition to completing the relevant 
section of the entry form, candidates must submit a curriculum vitae of 
their sporting achievements to date, together with supplying two written 
references from external representative bodies from county (or above) 
or club level.

Scholarships are awarded to pupils competing at county or academy level 
in their chosen sport. We seek pupils who are not only gifted athletes but 
committed team players and emerging leaders. 

Candidates will be invited to spend a day at Wrekin College where their 
sporting skills will be assessed, analysed and discussed with our Director  
Sport and team.  Our Wrekin College team will also be looking at 
teamwork, kindness to others, encouragement, leadership skills and games 
sense.  All candidates can expect a warm-up session with our strength and 
conditioning coach, before breaking into groups for individual assessment 

in specialised areas.  

Our Director of Sport will also meet and interview each candidate.  A 
variety of sports need to be used to assess not only physical literacy, but 
the ability to pick up new activities.  Candidates will be asked to try sports 
on the day they may not necessarily have tried before.

Our Director of Sport, and his team will work collaboratively with the 
sport team at Wrekin Prep to ensure a seamless handover of information 
for candidates applying.  The Wrekin College team will review and assess 
all pupils in the summer term of Year 5 and the Christmas term of Year 6 
and these assessments will form part of their application.

PERFORMING ARTS AND DRAMA 
SCHOLARSHIP
Candidates should submit an outline of any productions they have 
participated in and any characters played specifying dates of these 
performances. 

Candidates applying for a Performing Arts Scholarship are required 
to prepare two contrasting monologues and attend a workshop with 
our Head of English and Drama for half a day, and all candidates will be 
required to perform together and individually. Candidates will also be 
interviewed by the Wrekin College team and must be prepared to do 
some improvisation.

Our Head of English and Drama, will work collaboratively with the 
team at Wrekin Prep to ensure a seamless handover of information for 
candidates applying.  The Wrekin College team will review and assess all 
pupils and visit Wrekin Prep regularly during the summer term of Year 5 
and Christmas term of Year 6.

DANCE SCHOLARSHIP
Candidates applying for a Dance Scholarship are required to prepare 
two contrasting dances, of their choice, no longer than five minutes each.  
During the scholarship assessment, our Head of Dance, will be looking 
at a variety of elements such as knowledge, performance, musicality and 
technique.  Our Head of Dance will also  interview each candidate and 
they will be expected to talk about their love of Dance, performances 
they have been in and performances they have enjoyed on film, TV or 
in theatre.  Candidates should submit an outline of any productions 
they have participated in and characters played specifying dates of these 
performances.

As part of the Dance award programme, successful applicants will be 
committed to developing their skills and techniques by attending dance 
during activity sessions and participating in Wrekin Dance events.

Our Head of Dance, will work with the Wrekin Prep team to ensure a 
seamless handover of information for candidates applying.  We plan to run 
a Wrekin dance show to include pupils from the prep and senior schools.

PENDLE AWARD
Pendle scholarships are awarded to candidates who demonstrate 
exceptional all-round ability.  

Candidates will not be considered for a Pendle Award unless 
they have been invited to sit the Academic Scholarship and are 
entered for at least one other supporting Scholarship in Art, 
Music, Performing Arts/Drama, Dance and/or Sports.
